INDIVIDUAL AUGMENTATION REPORTING INSTRUCTIONS

The purpose of this handout is to assist in screening Individual Augments (IA’s) and to provide reporting instructions for Marines reporting for duty with commands under the operational control of U.S. Marine Forces Central Forward (USMARFORCENT FWD).

These reporting instructions cover IA’s assigned to the below commands:

· HQ USCENTCOM, TAMPA, FL

· COMBINED-JOINT FORCES AIR COMPONENT COMMAND (CJFACC)

· COMBINED-JOINT FORCES LAND COMPONENT COMMAND (CJFLCC)

· COMBINED-JOINT TASK FORCE HORN OF AFRICA (CJTF-HOA)

· COMBINED-JOINT TASK FORCE 180 (CJTF-180)

· SOCCENT, TAMPA, FL

· MARFORCENT, TAMPA, FL 

· ANY OTHER GAINING FORCE UNDER CONTROL OF USCENTCOM.

BACKGROUND

Due to the limited administrative reporting capability in the AOR, MARFORCENT FWD will be the admin reporting unit for all IA’s reporting to the above commands, with the exception of reserve Marines.  Marine IA’s from the IRR will report to their respective Reserve Support Unit (RSU) for mobilization processing, medical, uniform/gear issue, and security clearance processing.  Upon completion, those Marines will report to MARFORCENT FWD for further assignment.

MARFORCENT FWD will effect initial IA accountability, admin reporting, coordination with, and onward movement to the gaining command.  The primary intent of this admin reporting is to ensure that IA’s receive the proper CENTCOM AOR specific entitlements such as combat tax exclusion, HDP-L, IDP, etc.,  To ensure proper accountability while deployed to the CENTCOM AOR, and facilitate the rotation process.

INFORMATION
Once you have been identified to fill an IA billet with MARFORCENT, it is imperative that you begin the screening process in accordance with COMUSMARFORCENT message 090101Z JAN 03.  COMUSMARFORCENT message 210401Z JAN 03  provides instructions on gear requirements.  All gear, to include T/O weapon, must accompany the individual unless other arrangements have been made.  If other arrangements have been made, it is imperative that you obtain MARFORCENT FWD consent prior to detaching from your parent command.  

MARFORCENT Forward is located on MacDill Air Force Base, Tampa, Florida.  All processing for IA’s traveling to and from the AOR is done at MARFORCENT FWD.  Due to the limited military facilities on MacDill Air Force base, personnel transiting Tampa are required to obtain billeting in civilian off base lodging facilities.  In order to minimize the time in transit, all personnel must be fully prepared to deploy to the AOR prior to departing their permanent duty station.  Additionally, due to the limited personnel in Tampa, rental car must be authorized.  

To assist you in the screening process, we have included a detailed checklist.  The checklist consists of 3 parts (Administration, Required Gear, Medical Screening).  Before travel is initiated, you are required to forward the completed checklist (all pages in enclosure 1) to MARFORCENT FWD in Tampa, along with your travel itinerary (Fax number located on the bottom of this page).  The administration (Part I) and required gear list (Part II) must be certified by the Commanding Officer or his designated representative.     The Health Benefits / Medical Assessment Portion (Part III) must be certified by a Medical and Dental representative and the Commanding Officer or his designated representative.  

Processing:  Once you have been screened and found medical, dental, admin qualified, and posses all the required gear/weapon, you can depart your PDS and travel to Tampa.   Upon arrival in Tampa, during normal duty hours (Monday to Friday, 0800 to 1600) you must proceed to Headquarters, MARFORCENT FWD to secure your weapon.  The MARFORCENT FWD JRC is located in bldg 548 aboard MacDill Air Force Base.  Overnight weapons storage is not authorized for individuals transiting Tampa, therefore, after hour arrivals must temporarily check their weapons in with the MacDill AFB Security Forces.  Detailed directions are located in these instructions under travel arrangement information.


Individuals are responsible for making their own travel arrangements.  To assist, Travel Arrangement Information is provided.  

Personnel will deploy in a TAD/TDY status.  TAD/TDY Orders must reflect authorization to transport via commercial and / or government transportation. 

Projected duration of tour of duty is 179 days.

In accordance with USCINCENT MSG 021748Z APR 02 (NOTAL) USCENTCOM has the authority to extend IA’s beyond 180 days if a suitable replacement is not provided by the tasked service component.  

Except when expressly authorized, MARFORCENT will not accept gapping of positions currently filled and incumbents will not be released until backfills are in position.

Sourcing of IA'S will allow for a minimum of 72 hours (maximum 120 hours) of TAD overlap between out-going and incoming personnel.

The IA’s parent unit will provide TAD/TDY funding associated with this deployment and will capture and report to service comptrollers incremental costs for deployment in support of Operation Enduring Freedom.  Service comptrollers will report incremental costs to DFAS-Denver IAW DOD Financial Management Regulation 7100.14R, Volume 12, Chapter 23, Para 2306.

TRAVEL ARRANGEMENT INFORMATION

Arrival Information

MacDill Air Force Base is located eight miles south of Tampa, Fla., on the tip of Interbay Peninsula in Hillsborough County. To get here take the Dale Mabry exit from either I-275 or the Crosstown Expressway (this is a toll road). Take Dale Mabry south to the base's main gate. The Visitor's Reception Facility is on the right just before the gate.

Airports

There are two major airports in the tri-country area. Tampa International Airport is located off Interstate 275 on the Tampa side of the Howard Franklin Bridge. St. Petersburg-Clearwater International Airport is located on the Pinellas County side of Tampa Bay, off U.S. 19,15 minutes from downtown Clearwater and less than 30 minutes from downtown St. Petersburg.

EXIT AIRPORT TO 60 E / KENNEDY ST T0 DALE MABRY HWY 92 **KINKO'S ON CORNER OF KENNEDY & HWY 92**
TURN RIGHT ON DALE MABRY.  PROCEED SOUTH ON DALE MABRY UNTIL YOU SEE THE FRONT GATE OF MACDILL A.F.B

FRONT GATE PROCEDUES:  PRIOR TO ENTERING THE BASE, YOU MUST OBTAIN A TEMPORARY VEHICLE PASS IN ORDER TO OBTAIN ACCESS TO MACDILL AFB.  PASS AND ID IS LOCATED ON DALE MABRY APPROXIMATELY 100 YARDS BEFORE THE FRONT GATE (BLDG 1098).  YOU WILL NEED TO SHOW THE AIRMAN A COPY OF YOUR ORDERS, YOUR MILITARY ID, YOUR DRIVERS LICENCSE AND RENTAL CAR RECEIPT.

ONCE YOUR OBTAIN A TEMPORARY VEHICLE PASS, PROCEED THROUGH THE MAIN GATE AND STAY ON THE MAIN ROAD

YOU WILL GO THROUGH 3 LIGHTS.  AFTER THE 3D LIGHT, GET IN THE LEFT HAND LANE.   FOR INFOMATIONAL PURPOSES, THE ROAD WILL BEND RIGHT, CENTCOM AND MARCENT WILL BE ON THE RIGHT HAND SIDE.   SECRUITY FORCES WILL BE ON LEFT (BLDG 528, 7235 BAYSHORE BLVD)

PARK AND PROCEED TO THE DESK SGT.  SHOW THE AIRMAN YOUR ORDERS AND MIL ID.  EXPLAIN YOU ARE HERE TDY AND TURN YOUR WEAPON OVER TO THEM FOR TEMPORARY STORAGE.  BE SURE TO LET THEM KNOW THAT YOU WILL BE BACK ON THE NEXT WORK DAY TO RETRIEVE YOUR WEAPON.

ON THE FOLLOWING WORK DAY, RETURN TO SECURITY FORCES AND RETRIEVE YOUR WEAPON.  THEN REPORT TO THE MARCENT JRC (BLDG 548) NLT 0800.

Driving on Base

Florida law is very specific about how passengers in Florida should be belted. All front seat occupants must be buckled up, regardless of age. Children ages 6-15 must be belted in either the front or back seat of the vehicle. The driver is responsible for passengers under 16 years who are not buckled up. Passengers 16 years of age or older may be individually fined if they are not buckled up.


The speed limit on MacDill is 30 mph unless otherwise posted. The speed limit in all base housing areas is 15 mph.

Florida statutes require drivers to have their headlights on any time visibility is less than 150 feet. A good rule of thumb to follow is: When your windshield wipers are on, turn your headlights on. There are unexpected and rapidly changing traffic patterns on MacDill, such as unusual intersections, changes in direction and one-way streets. Pay careful attention to traffic signs and drive cautiously.

USING THE DOD INSECT REPELLANT SYSTEM AND BED NETTING WILL MINIMIZE THE THREAT OF DISEASE.

· TREAT UNIFORMS AND BEDNETS WITH MASS SPRAYED-PERMETHRIN (CONTACT LOCAL NAVAL ENVIRONMENTAL PREVENTIVE MEDICINE UNIT OR FSSG PREVENTIVE MEDICINE UNIT), PERMETHRIN (INDIVIDUAL DYNAMIC ABSORPTION (IDA) KIT NSN: 6840-01-345-0237, OR AEROSOL SPRAY CAN METHOD NSN: 6840-02-278-1366.
